ARTIST BIOGRAPHY

Domingo Zapata was born in Palma de Mallorca, Spain in 1974 and relocated to New York in 1999, where he

became a full-time artist in 2002 after careers on Wall Street and in the music industry. His first major painting

sale was to financier George Soros in 2005. Named 'artist to watch' by Whitewall Magazine in 2011, Zapata

has since achieved international recognition across media including The New York Times (cover story, 2013),

Vanity Fair Italia, Esquire Spain, and the New York Post, which called him 'the new Andy Warhol.' His major

public commissions include the Freedom Tower lobby mural in Manhattan, the Times Square vinyl mural

(2019), the Colosseum in Rome, and the Plaza Hotel, New York. In 2017 he launched a fashion collection at

New York Fashion Week and published his debut novel. His work is held in significant private collections

internationally.

ARTWORK DESCRIPTION

Bullfighter engages Zapata's most culturally personal subject matter — the corrida as spectacle, ritual, and

inheritance. Born in Palma de Mallorca, Zapata has returned repeatedly to the bullfighting tradition as a site of

meditation on Spanish identity, masculinity, and the relationship between beauty and violence. His toreador

figures are painted with the same energy and chromatic intensity as the corrida itself — the subject and the

treatment in perfect alignment.
