Named 'artist to watch' by Whitewall Magazine in 2011, Zapata
has since achieved international recognition across media including The New York Times (cover story, 2013),
Vanity Fair Italia, Esquire Spain, and the New York Post, which called him ‘the new Andy Warhol.'
